But this pastor 
makes every attempt to combine the rational, logical faculties given to us by God with deep faith in Jesus Christ, 
full appreciation of the scriptures, and strong belief in Godõs self-revealing.  Even when I am wrong, I am sincerely 
trying to be right and faithful in my role as spiritual leader. 
 

I strongly believe I am right in what I am about to say, and it is in regard to our children: 
 

Let them play.  I want to see them chase lightening bugs in the evenings, slide and roll down grassy hillsides, try to 
capture doodle-bugs, climb trees, build forts from limbs and left-over lumber, and delight in homemade backyard 
swings. 
 

Let them get bored so theyõll have to use their wild imaginations to create their own fun and games.  Please donõt 
schedule their time with so many events and organized sports; and keep their minds free from so much television 
and video games ð the great substitutes for and destroyers of imagination.  Encourage pick-up games of softball 
(and if you canõt gather enough for a couple of teams, rolly-bat is even more fun). 
 

Let them see your reverence for God, your respect for all Godõs children, and your love for Godõs 
creation.  And donõt obey them.  Theyõre to obey you.
