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Dear Church, 
 

This Father's Day got me to thinking about the fact that, yes, each of us has a father, a man who helped in the 
biological production of our body.  Hopefully, this father was also present as we grew up and matured under his 
guidance and model.  But I am also thinking of the men who served as fathers though they were not our biological 
ones.  For example, in the New Testament Timothy's father is never mentioned, though his mother and 
grandmother are commended by name.  The man who served as Timothy's father was Paul.  Paul taught him, 
inspired him, encouraged him, and held him accountable.  Paul loved him. 
 

I think most of us have someone who has played such a fatherly role in our lives.  I think of John Elliott who 
managed the produce counter when I was a bag boy in the grocery store.  He made sure that each day he taught me 
something or encouraged me in some way.  I still have a walking stick today that he made just for me from a 
sassafrass root, and I treasure it.  (He said one day I'd need it, and I didn't believe him, but now some days I 
understand how wise and full of foresight that ninety-year old man was!)  And there was McKinley Hornsby, the 
deacon in my first church who just wouldn't let me make big mistakes.  Sometimes his watching over my shoulder 
was not so pleasant, but his demands sure helped shape this eighteen year-old college student preacher who was too 
young and inexperienced to know what he was doing.  Doug Williams was my father after I finished seminary and 
moved to another church.  He and I would meet every Thursday for breakfast, and he would listen.  He was a great 
listener, and a great father.  Then there is Bill Lathem who has loved me as a father these past ten years and taught 
me more about patience and kindness than I ever thought possible.  I truly thank God for these fathers placed into 
my life along the way.  God knows I needed them. 
 

So I have learned something about fathers over the years.  If we are richly blessed, we have many of them.  And 
another thing I've learned -- we don't seem to get too old to need them.  In fact, I suppose that someday I'll have a 
father who may be younger than I!  And I'd like to believe that God is using me in similar fatherly ways in others' 
lives.  I do believe that fathers make an enormous difference for good for their children, especially if they are there, 
present in their children's lives, and if they are loving, demanding, forgiving, and enabling.  May God 
bless all fathers of both the children they help bring into the world and of the children God simply 
assigns them along the way. 
I'll see you Sunday, won't I?
